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Tsunami Relief Efforts

Why does it take a disaster of this scale for people to reach out to help?

December 26th 2004 - a day people will
remember for the fury and power of Mother
Nature. Since then people have sat up and noticed
the fury and power of Man’s response. Giant
Tsunami waves ate into coastal land across South
East/South Asia including India. Everyone has
witnessed the moving images of suffering and the
outpouring of r elief. Everyone was touched and
pushed to do ‘something’.

The tsunami hit us with the same impact. It left
us feeling for our brothers and sisters. We wished
to reach out and help. A familiar reaction but an
unfamiliar response from Akanksha! The idea was
to utilise our network to collect relief materials and
distribute them to the affected areas. Within 3
days, we had more than 40 collection centers
across the city and the goodwill and generosity of
the public spurred us on. With volunteers from all
over the city, we carefully sorted and packed the
materials. We wanted to send relevant stuff in
easy to use packs - recall images of heaps of
clothes lying strewn across...

In partnership with Goonj (www.goon;j.info ), an
NGO involved in such work, we identified reliable
NGOs in amil Nadu and sent them material.
Questions linger. Why does it take a disaster of
this scale for people to reach out to help?

Should giving not be a day-to-day response to
humanity in grief ?

We did trips to the af fected areas through January

to March. The media images came alive in front
of our eyes. The searing image of the massive
boats crushed onto each other and piled up
against the bridge in Akkaraipettai, Nagapattinam
is forever etched in our minds. The unsaid but
fearful look in the eyes of the children drove us to
think about how to reach out to them and help

them handle their pain and move on with their lives.
We designed the “Giving Sea” activity book coupled with
two story / colouring books. Our hope is that teachers,
educationists and volunteers use these activities over the
next year to give children:

1. Knowledge about the Tsunami.

2. The ability to cope with their feelings

3. Help in rebuilding their lives and their connection to the
sea.

Through local government and partner NGOs (Suyam
Chartable Trust — www.suyam.com and AID India
www.survivors.aidindia.org) we are reaching this program
to the children along coastal Tamil Nadu. The support and
words of Dr J Radhakrishnan - Collector of Nagapattinam
District are worth putting down - “lets do it” - simple but
powerful.

The money that has been given to Akanksha for the
Tsunami affected children has been used for the two
projects described above and is being used over this next
year to rebuild schools and help teachers and students.

With a huge hangover of all the Diwali mithai and joy, 20
kids from the two leadership programs — Learning to Lead
and the Social Leadership Program, and 5 adults left
Mumbai on our first ever leadership retreat to
Ahmedabad. Excitement, a little anxiety and lots of
enthusiasm marked our departure.

Packed with Learnings:
The Staff Retreat

This year’s Akanksha staff retreat was an opportunity for 40 of us
to spend four days understanding service and meeting people who
have made their life their message. We came back humbled,
enriched, refreshed and a little more able to embark on the
daunting task of becoming better human beings.

Our days were packed with learnings. We started our day with yoga
and tai chi as the sun rose, scrubbed bathrooms and large terraces,
spent evenings singing and sharing stories and put together a daily
newsletter that captur ed our reflections of the day.

Our reflections were many.

Using a “yellow hat” as a symbol of positive thinking, we were
asked to figure out what at first seemed like impossible situations.
We had to design a restaurant without food and customers, and a
musical without actors. We were struck by the impact of being
positive.

We thought about the time when Gandhiji was asked “What is your
message?” to which he replied “My life is my message’ We thought
about what that meant in the context of our own lives and

based in the Gandhi Ashram has proved almost magical for examined how we could come closer to being the people that we

the children and adults alike. The theme of the retreat was
“Leadership through Service” — and the lessons were well
learnt. We learnt the values of humility, of service, of
selflessness, of acceptance —mainly of unconditional love.
The highlight of the retreat was the day of practical application
of lessons learnt. The project — make 2.5 hours worthwhile
for a 100 children. Age group of the children — unknown.
Learning levels —not known. Space, infrastructure available
— not known. We were anxious — what would our kids do?
Would they be able to swing it? Swing it they did —and how!
They took over the little space in the Tekra —the community
in Ahmedabad and turned it into one large Akanksha centre
with multiple levels. They divided themselves up by
capabilities and handled each level with its unique
requirements in a different manner — they customised and
they improvised. They taught, they sang, they danced, they
acted, they discussed, they debated — mostimportantly, they
touched a chord with so many of the children are. They
made us didis and bhaiyas beam with pride — because they
gave, they gave with all their heart, their minds and their
intelligence.

The sharing and the giving continued at Visamo — an
organisation that gives less privileged children an opportunity
to excel academicaly. These little kids found didis and bhaiyas
in the Akanksha kids whom they could relate to. Didis and
Bhaiyas who told them the story of “The Giving T ree”. Didis
and Bhaiyas who spent a fun filled 3 hours talking about
their lives, their hopes and their dreams with the little Visamo
kids.

The group came back to Mumbai determined to be the light
—to give to all the hope of a bet ter tomorr ow. To show the
way by being the change that they wanted to see in the
world.

One evening 80 of us sat on the grass in a huge circle at sunset and
meditated for an hour. After that each one of us defined lo ve and
gave an example of love. We then had a silent dinner.

In one session we were asked to talk about pressures, issues,
frustrations and difficulties. We listed many. We were told that
everything we had listed was not a problem, but an opportuni ty. All
of what we had said was a test from God; an opportunity to
overcome and grow in the process.

One morning we were told that we needed to go out leaving any
safety net we may have behind. Our brief was to go and connect
with at least one stranger. We had three hours and no one to
support us. We came back and shared incredible stories that
reaffirmed our faith and belief that human beings are naturally
good, trusting and welcoming.

We were inspired by the people who lived and shared these
messages with us. Jayesh Bhai, Viren Bhai and Anar Ben from
Manav Sadna, Roopal and Anand Shah from Indicorps, Nipun and
Guri Mehta from CharityFocus.org and Aditya Natrajan from
Pratham. Each one, in a different way, exemplified passion, living
for a cause, simplicity and service. Our biggest learning was in their
example.

The four days touched all of us, and changed some of us
fundamentally. Each day at 12 a bell rings in office and we all sit
together in meditation for a few minutes, reconnecting with these
messages. Itis a time of reflection and sharing and a reminder that
no phone call or meeting is more important than time spentin
thought, together.

The World is at your Feet: Sunshine Stars:
The Mumbai Marathon Pune’s First Event

What was it that brought 230 Akanksha children, over 100
staff and volunteers, 30 corporates and hundreds of others
to be on the roads on a hot Sunday morning running for
Akanksha?

It had taken 3 months of presentations to various
companies, hours of training by our children and many
many hours of planning to be able to stand there — one

The preparation for the shows created for all the Akanksha
children, teachers and volunteers several synergetic
opportunities to express and use their plentiful talents. This
project has provided the Akanksha children a wonderful
platform to demonstrate their creative talent and capabilities
to the city of Pune.

It was an opportunity to make a point to the whole world.
WE had the power to take a stand and say that we cared
about another. The children were running to show the
world that they could do anything they set their mind to...
They saw it as a way of doing something concrete for their
Akanksha and openly declared so at every given
opportunity. The corporates were running to show they
believed in a better world and wanted to do their bit to
make the change. The essence was really that with the
conviction to do it, nothing can stand in your path...you can
go beyond the 7 kms and that's what each one of us left
feeling...

The preparation for the marathon was just as critical as - Reeves Bhaiya
the culmination. The training schedules for the children

pushed them to be disciplined and they learnt the

importance of being prepared. We reached out to so many

people through our presentations and felt many more

people reach back affirming their faith in what we were

doing.

I loved the feeling of running on the streets waving out to
anyone | saw in the green Akanksha t-shirt, not knowing
them but still knowing that we wer e running together. To
see our children walk with a confident stride, to see tired
kids being supported by others and to feel energy in its
rawest form emanating from each person, left me with
respect for everyone who had made the effort. Amazing
how a single walk together could unite you in spirit. Was
this how the Dandi March felt? Gandhiji did it without the
fancy t-shirts, the large sponsorship and advertising but
what prevailed was thousands equalling to one single
focused thought, a sense of ‘the world is aty our feet’, a
feeling that you are the only constraint that stops you from
going ahead...
